e No adult group use unless by permit.

e Permits for the fields when not in use by supported community youth sports organizations are requested
through the School District, under Civic Center Rentals.

Beverly Hills High School Facilities:
o Weekend Hours: Recreational track use is available during the day

e Field use is by permit only for groups of six (6) or more and High School age or younger.
e No adult group use unless by permit.
o Use of other facilities is by permit only and requested through the School District, under Civic Center Rentals.
